Some of our protagonists already have their dream of
emigration in firm hands, their plans for their lives in their pockets. Others must first rediscover their
dream of a new life, a dream that has long been buried in the debris of a hectic everyday life. But,
the longer they stay, the more they feel how this land pulls them into a spell and awakes a deep
yearning in them. What was once important at home now loses importance. And so, Canada
develops into a new perspective of life for them. Longing for Canada beds realistic stories in the
equally breathtaking as manifold fascination of Canadian landscapes.

Status of the financing of the project (current approach/steps being taken) :

With our concept for an open series of 90 minute TV-dramas set in Canada we have managed to
interest ZDF, a German public broadcaster. Over the course of August 2008, first meetings with
ZDF will take place with the aim of reworking the concept and completing a development contract
for the first two television films.

The films will be commissioned projects, co-financed with ZDF as well as a possible Canadian Film
Fund or tax incentives or eventual Canadian co-financing partners.

Profile of the production company (10 lines maximum) :

Hager Moss Film was founded by Kirsten Hager and Eric Moss in 1989. As a small, independent
company, Hager Moss Film has realized 11 cinema film productions (most recently the international
co-production TO THE LIMIT by Pepe Danquart) and built itself a strong reputation on the German
film market. Another key focus of our work is the realization of TV films. We have produced 19 TV
films since 1999, also abroad like in Ireland or Svalbard/Norway. Thus, Hager Moss Film is an
established production partner on the national TV market. We work with both the public networks
(ARD and ZDF) and all the private broadcasting companies, in particular ProSieben/Sat1 and RTL.
