Summary of the screenplay (10 lines maximum) : 

When up-and-coming astronaut Matthias Timm breaks European Space Agency (ESA) 
regulations for his personal gain, his team, including his girlfriend and fellow astronaut Julia 
Reinhardt, decide to expel him from the team. Matthias is sure that his dream of the stars is over, 
when he is approached by Russian multimillionaire Boris Grusdew who hires him to become part 
of a group of astronauts, to fly the “Orbit Star“, a prototype shuttle for space-tourism. When 
Matthias hears that the ISS has collided with an American spy satellite, and that its crew – 
including Julia – are trapped in a drifting module with oxygen for only a few more days, he decides 
to give his all. With the help of Boris and his recruits he makes the decision to launch the Orbit Star 
in a final rescue mission. However, not everybody is happy about this group of crazy civilists that 
are endangering the top-secret salvage mission of a spy satellite... 
 

 
Status of the financing of the project (current approach/steps being taken) : 

The project is in its first development stage. There is a first synopsis and we are currently 
presenting the project to RTR Russia, which have shown interest in a co-production with ProSieben 
and a German film production company. 
 
ProSieben has already manifested interest in the project. The development contract is expected to 
be decided upon in August. “ORBIT” is planned as an international TV-event-movie that will be the 
follow-up to the Hager Moss production “Crashpoint: Berlin”, a TV-event-movie about an airplane 
disaster, that is currently being shot in Germany and France for ProSieben. The television premiere 
of “Crashpoint: Berlin” is planned in June 2009. 
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Profile of the production company (10 lines maximum) : 

Hager Moss Film was founded by Kirsten Hager and Eric Moss in 1989. As a small, independent 
company, Hager Moss Film has realized 11 cinema film productions (most recently the 
international co-production TO THE LIMIT by Pepe Danquart) and built itself a strong reputation 
on the German film market. Another key focus of our work is the realization of TV films. We have 
produced 19 TV films since 1999. Thus, Hager Moss Film is an established production partner on 
the national TV market. We work with both the public networks (ARD and ZDF) and all the private 
broadcasting companies, in particular ProSieben/SAT.1 and RTL.  
 
The film “Crashpoint Berlin”, which was also supported by the European Funds “MEDIA Slate 
Funding” and “MEDIA TV Broadcasting”, has also opened Hager Moss Film the possibility of 
establishing itself as a company for high-budget TV-event-movies. With “ORBIT” Hager Moss 
plans to continue developing for this genre in which distribution chances for the international TV-
market have proven to be very good. Another reason is that Hager Moss wants to establish itself 
as a trustful and powerful partner for international co-productions.
